Introduction

Optimizing Hospital Care is an issue currently under the surveillance of the vast majority of most European Ministries of Health for a number of years. 

During the last four to five years, however, a number of very important factors like the enhancement of the European Union towards a more integrated Healthcare system, the empowerment of patients, the increase  of their mobility and the tendency to have treatment anywhere in Europe as well as  the sensitivity in patient’s rights, have imposed enormous pressure in finding ways to optimize healthcare through a more patient – centric system and upgrade of the management of all Healthcare providers.

Secondary Care sector 

The secondary Care sector comprised mainly by the Hospitals and other specialized care units, form the “heart” of any Healthcare system. Any reform of the current system will affect the way that secondary care sector is operating, managed and financed. 

Summary of the issues involved in the research:

Reform of the current Healthcare systems in the western Balkan countries will have an impact on a number of issues relating to the Hospitals which will certainly have implications on the development of Healthcare policies.

These are:
· Financing of the National Healthcare System: Evaluation of the financial viability of the current system, establishing future financial needs, determining different revenue and cost elements e.g medical inflation etc and exploring the possible financing mechanisms.

· Health Inequalities: An issue addressed by the Family Doctor Concept which aims to basis for integrated care and enhanced prevention. It is based on the fact that the majority of cases can be treated at first point of access and also resolves the issue that most patients are incapable of choosing the right specialist.

· The implications of the  re-imbursement mechanism where cases can be grouped according to diagnosis (Diagnostic Related Groups) on the  Hospital Care.

· Implications of the  Healthcare system reform on relationship between the private and public sector and their effect on the patient care pathway.

· The level of autonomy that hospitals have affect the decision making process.

<Descrizione: In the last few years the biomedical research has led to results either of great interest concerning the isolation of human post-born stem cells obtained from bone marrow (BM), umbilical cord blood (CB) and still more recently from placental tissue (PL) , or their use in transplant field. A lot of studies have demonstrated that CB and PL stem cells can be induced in endodermic, ectodermic and mesodermal tissues with previous purification, cultivation and expansion using opportune methodological and technological strategies . Recently, it has been identified an analogous progenitor pluripotent in the CB, immunofenotipically similar to the Multipont Adult progenitor Cell (MAPC), called Unrestricted Somatic Stem Cell (USSC) . Preliminary studies have demonstrated, in fact, that such cell possesses characteristics of pluripotentiality higher than medullary Mesenchymal Stem Cell (MSC) or cord MSC. More recently stem cells have been isolated from a tissue that is free from ethical implications, easily accessible and high yielding represented like the human term placenta; these placenta-derived multipotent cells (PDMC) exhibit many common markers with the mesenchymal stem cells and they lack ematopoietic, endothelial and trophoblastic-specific cell markers. In order to underline a possible advantage in the use of USSC, replacing medullary MAPC/MSC, it has been demonstrated that the USSC are induced to differentiate in the ematopoietic tissue, in a reproducible way. MSC and human ematopoietic cells can decrease with the age of the donor, while the USSC and PDMCs are both obviously independent from this event. Furthermore the use of cord stem cells and of placental tissue for transplantation is more advantageous than the use of medullary stem cells due to the high proliferative ability, from the easy finding of the cord and placental stem cells that can be collected without risks for the donor (mother/newborn). In fact, while the collection of the cord and placental stem cells was obtained after discharge of the after-birth, the collection of medullary stem cells is an invasive procedure. In addition another advantage in the use of USSC compared to medullary arise from the immaturity of CB cells, and more generally the immaturity of the immune system at birth is responsible for high reduction of graft versus host disease reaction. Therefore, taking into account the biological characteristics described for the cord and placental stem cells, the aim of our project is the use of CB samples and of human term placenta to isolate, expand and characterize USSC and PDMC that could then be used for cellular therapies and in the field of regenerative medicine. Other objective of the work will be the standardization of differentiation protocols for USSC and PDMCs according to Good Manufacturing Practice in order to apply these methodologies to the manipulation of human cellular products for therapeutic applications.
